Christmas
Christmas Day

Christmas is not the celebration of the Incarnation - the
moment in which God becomes human. Rather, the
Incarnation occurred nine months ago at the
Annunciation. This distinction matters. Jesus has been a
human being for nine months in the womb of Mary. Now,
we celebrate the birth of Jesus in a manger.

God, through the Incarnation nine months ago, took on
human flesh at the moment of conception, He matured
into an embryo, a fetus, and then a baby wrapped in
swaddling clothes. When the Bible tells us that His name
is Emmanuel (God is with us) it really means it. God is
with us from the very beginning, from the moment of
conception.

In the first few weeks following the Annunciation, Jesus
was a cell (zygote) and then moved to the womb
becoming, in medical terminology, a blastocyst. In the first
4 weeks, Jesus was smaller than a grain of rice. Within 5
weeks, Jesus’ heart began to beat within Mary’s womb.
At 6 weeks, Jesus’ mouth, ears, and nose began to take
shape. His brain and intestines started to develop. Within
7 weeks, Jesus’ arms, hands, legs, and feet started to
grow. In the 10th week, Jesus was the size of a grape. At
13 weeks, Jesus had fingerprints and he could even begin
smiling.

In the 15th week, Jesus was the size of an apple. He
could start to sense light around Him and suck on his
thumb. Within 19 weeks, Jesus' taste, smell, sight, sound,
and touch began to develop. At 21 weeks, Jesus was no
longer gently kicking or nudging. Instead, He started
kicking and punching.

Within 25 weeks, Jesus’ hair began to grow. At 27 weeks,
Jesus started a regular schedule of sleeping and waking.
In the 30th week, Jesus could blink and his brain was
substantially growing. At 34 weeks, Jesus’ nervous
system and his lungs were maturing. As Jesus
approached the 40th week, He grew, put on more fat, and
