Pope St. John Paul Il once wrote, “Man’s life comes from
God; it is his gift, his image and imprint, a sharing in his
breath of life.

We have been given a remarkable gift of life. We can
embrace it and live up to our potential or we can waste it
by abusing the gift that we’ve been given.

Pope St. John Paul Il is right: “God, therefore, is the sole
Lord of this life: man cannot do with it as he wills.”

We must look to Christ who is the fullness of what it
means to be human. Christ gives us the answer to:
“‘Who am I?” and “What is my purpose?” and “Why am |
here?” and “What does it mean to be human?”
