Fr. Ben Daghir’s Corner

It’s officially school time. Students from across
the country either have started or will start
school this Monday morning. As a result, | would
like to take a moment and reflect upon the word
“education."

The word “education” means “to lead out.” The
definition is relatively simple: to be led out of a
limited worldview into a broader worldview, to
be led out of incomprehension into
comprehension, to be led out of
misunderstanding into understanding, and so
forth.

An authentic education leads us out of
ourselves. It challenges, directs, and motivates
us toward something much greater than
ourselves. Plato, in his great Allegory of the
Cave, utilizes this image rather well. Those who
really “know” are the ones led out of the cave of
distraction, mere appearance, etc., and into the
realm of clearly seeing and interpreting reality.

Consider the student who will learn how to read
and, in the next few weeks, will be filled with joy
while reading a book to her mom and dad.
Consider the student who takes Calculus or
Physics this fall and is intrigued by the sheer
brilliance of the subject. The student will even
find himself searching for potential professions
which require knowledge of these subjects.

Consider the student who takes a foreign
language and is filled with excitement to meet
new people in a new culture. Consider the
student who learns a new style of art and her
creative imagination is ignited. Consider the
junior in high school who (currently undergoing
a knee injury) is taking an anatomy course and
feels a great call to consider a profession that
helps others to heal from a similar injury. All of
these examples are of students being led out in
one way or another.

It’s quite a remarkable thing to consider that the
next lesson, the next idea, the next class period,
the next example from a teacher, or the next
school day will be the moment that a student is
led out toward his/her authentic mission in life.
